I 
may get to score goals.  It is ok if I do not score.  I may get to try 
again. 



When I play soccer I can be on defense.  Defense means that 
my team is trying to stop the offense from kicking the ball into 
the goal.  I can do this by to take the ball from the person 
running with the ball. 



When I play soccer, I can be the goalie.  My job is to catch the ball 
and not let the offense score.  I am the only player who can use my 
hands.
